INTAKES 
Intake is the time of year you can 
start a course.

TAFE courses 
may list the months they begin, 
or ‘multiple’, which means they 
may have many intakes so it’s best 
to check our website. ‘Anytime’ 
relates to our hyperflexible online 
courses where study is self‑paced 
and you can start at any time 
throughout the year.

PREREQUISITES
These are subjects you must have 
studied at school. In brackets you’ll 
find the prerequisite units required 
and minimum grade you must achieve 
to meet the listed prerequisite. If it’s 
been a while since you left school, 
your post‑school experience such 
as work experience, volunteering or 
community activities may meet these 
requirements. If you don’t have the 
prerequisites needed, our alternate 
entry pathways may help you gain 
entry into your chosen course.

OPPORTUNITIES FOR HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS
If you’re in high school, CQUniversity provides 
opportunities for you to study Vocational Education 
and Training (VET) or higher education units while still 
at school, meaning you may be able to graduate from 
CQUniversity earlier.

START UNI NOW (SUN)
Available for domestic and international students, SUN offers 
Year 10*, 11 and 12 students the opportunity to study 
CQUniversity units from degree‑level courses while still in 
secondary school as part of your Queensland Certificate 
of Education (QCE). Studying a SUN unit may also provide 
credit toward high school certificates such as SACE, VCE 
and WACE. In South Australia and Victoria, completion of 
eligible SUN units may also give you credit toward the 
calculation of your ATAR. 

You can enrol in a range of units, either on campus 
(face‑to‑face) or online, and combine them with your 
regular school work.

Start TAFE Now offers Year 10†, 11 and 12 students the 
opportunity to study a certificate I, II, III, IV or diploma level 
course in a wide variety of disciplines.

In Queensland, you 
can study a TAFE course as part of your Queensland 
Certificate of Education (QCE), and earn QCE points. 
To be eligible, you need to be at least 15 years of age at 
the commencement of classes.
