Diversity

Our aim at Lingnan is to develop a richly diverse on-campus student community. Every year, we have more than 500 degree-
seeking and incoming exchange students from all over the world, who together make up around 20% of our undergraduate
student population.

Lingnan is the smallest government-funded university in Hong Kong in terms of student population, and Lingnan students thus
enjoy the advantages of a small class size and high teacher-student ratio.

Ninety-nine per cent of Lingnan’s professoriate staff are
with PhD or doctorate qualifications. In addition to pursuing
high-quality research, they place special emphasis on
students’ learning and personal development.

We are here! Lingnan fosters both Chinese and English, the two official languages of Hong Kong, although
English is the University's medium of instruction (except for some classes inevitably have to
be taught in Chinese).

Through the Centre for English and Additional Languages, students can work on their English
capabilities to enhance their studies. Courses in other languages, including French, Japanese,
Korean and Spanish, are also available.

At the Chinese Language Education and Assessment Centre, student can enrol in Putonghua
classes. The centre's instructors are experienced in teaching Putonghua to international
students, and Putonghua courses at different levels are available to exchange students.

Infrastructure

Lingnan offers a warm and friendly atmosphere that helps exchange students settle in
easily. Most Lingnan students live on campus, and every international student is allocated a
room with a local student to enhance understanding of Hong Kong and boost cross-cultural
awareness.

Moreover,
we strive to pursue excellence and enhance our quality of teaching, learning and
research by fostering strategic partnerships with members of the Alliance of Asian
Liberal Arts Universities (AALAU) and the Global Liberal Arts Alliance (GLAA).
